Scholarship Grants
Call for Proposals

Due February 15, 2017

Proposals will be due on February 15, or the following Monday if it lands on a weekend, each year.

In 2017, $24,000 will be awarded to support the scholarly endeavors of full-time faculty. While
not limited to the following examples, grants can be used to support faculty scholarship in a
variety of ways.

e Project Expenses
o Equipment purchases
o Data collection (Ex: travel, data set purchases, etc.)
o Collaborator stipends
o Studio or instrument charges / time
e Summer Stipend (Ex: in support of time spent preparing scholarship for an external
audience)
e Course Reassignment (with approval of Department Chair and Provost)

Grants will likely be in the form of two course reassignments, two $4,000 grants, and up to four
@2,000 grants, but final award levels will be based on the merit and need of individual projects
as well as the pool of applications.

APPLICATION PROCESS

Apply on the CTL Grant Applications website by Wednesday, February 15, 2017.

Applications will be evaluated and awardees selected by the Faculty Development Committee
and the Provost.
