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RELIGIOUS STUDIES SCHOLARSHIP FUND

PROGRAM POLICY

Purpose of the Fund

The Religious Studies Scholarship Fund provides encouragement and financial assistance to undergraduate and graduate students of any year in his/her studies who is involved in a Center for Global Education at Augsburg College qualifying short-term international travel seminar, is majoring in religious studies or a pre-divinity school course of studies, or is a student at a seminary or divinity school in the United States or Canada.  The award is based upon financial need.

The amount of the scholarship provided will depend on the applicant’s need and depends upon the resources available in the fund in during any given year.  The award will rarely exceed 25% of the total cost of the travel seminar.

Final decision regarding the awarding of funds rests with the Center for Global Education.
General Criteria

Individuals seeking scholarship funds under this program:

1.
Should apply at least four months prior to the expected date of departure.

2.
Will be expected to contribute a portion of the total cost of the trip.

3.
Will share their experiences with CGE in the form of a written summary within 30 

days of date of return. We also encourage scholarship recipients to share 3-5 

photographs from the seminar with CGE to accompany their summary. The 

summary and photographs may be used as content for our blog or in other 

promotional materials.

Will share their experiences with their community networks (e.g. university/college campus, faith community, family, etc.).

Augsburg College students will be required to attend the Scholarship Banquet at the 

end of the school year.
