Augsburg operates on a course credit system, rtharsemester or quarter hours. One Augsburgsearedit is equivalent to four
semester hours. A maximum of 64 semester hour&\(@8burg course credits) may be transferred freypa institutions. Courses
taken beyond the credit limit can, however, be ueateet liberal arts and major requirements.
