Augsburg daesgnant credit for developmental courses, teclviceational courses, courses
with grades below C, proficiency/exam credit issbgdother institutions, or Continuing Education td$ni Augsburg operates on a
course credit system, rather than semester orequacurs. One Augsburg course credit is equivaierfour semester hours. A
maximum of 64 semester hours (16 Augsburg coumsdits) may be transferred from 2-year institutio®@®ourses taken beyond the
credit limit can, however, be used to meet libaréd and major requirements.
