The Center for Service, Work, and Learning has three main program focus areas: 

• Community Service-Learning   • Internships  • Career Services

The primary goal of the Center for Service, Work and Learning is to work closely with students, faculty and the community to build partnerships that will enrich and expand students’ learning in the classroom. The Center is founded on the principles of experiential education which promote the integration of theory and practice. The Center provides opportunities for all Augsburg students to engage in work and service-based learning found in our communities, schools, government, for-profit and not-for-profit organizations.  Through structured reflection, we believe students can build on these experiences to make educational linkages and better career, personal, and life choices.

STUDENT SUPPORT

The staff provides students with education, resources and support in order to:


PREPARE through self-assessment of their talents, interests, skills, and values  

DEVELOP a plan for vocational, career and civic responsibility


EXPERIENCE hands- on learning through community service learning, 
internships, cooperative education, and job search education


CHOOSE  majors, career paths, and jobs and/or graduate school upon graduation 

FACULTY SUPPORT


The staff provides faculty with resources, assistance and support to better integrate experiential education into their teaching and advising of students through the following:

( COMMUNITY SERVICE-LEARNING program:

· Assists faculty to develop courses that have an embedded service-learning component

· Develops appropriate campus-community partnerships for service sites

· Provides faculty training and assessment  strategies related to service-learning 

· Coordinates faculty-student city service projects for first year student orientation

· Develops co-curricular community service opportunities for students

· Coordinates AmericaReads & AmericaCounts:  paid off-campus work-study tutoring programs

· Coordinates Community Service Scholars Program

( INTERNSHIP program:

· Provides individual internship advising for students in any major

· Provides faculty with resources on “Good Practices” of Experiential Education

· Provides support to faculty supervising student internships

· Assists students with internship registration process

· Assist students with writing drafts of internship learning agreements

· Develops and coordinates listings of paid and unpaid internship opportunities for all majors

· Offers a non-credit transcript notation as option to internships for academic credit

· Coordinates off-campus Work-Study service internships (students eligible for work-study can use their work study grants to get paid for their internships in approved non-profit sites)

( CAREER SERVICES program:

· Provides professional career counseling and integrated life planning 

· Provides interest, skill, & personality assessments (MBTI, Strong, 16 PF personality interpretation) for individual students or classes

· Conducts classroom career presentations and workshops for majors 

· Maintains a resource library on career fields and graduate schools

· Coordinates alumni connections, networking referrals and mentoring

· Provides resume writing, interviewing, job search strategies

· Maintains resources and makes referrals for web based internship and job searches

· Maintains career employment  listings on e-recruiting

· Prepares students for Mn Private College Job Fair and Education Job Fair

· Coordinates employer recruitment and employer classroom presentations
