The Augsburg TRI0/Student Support Services
Summer Bridge program provides first-year, TRI0/
SSS-eligible students a smooth transition into their
Augsburg education in the fall. After Summer Bridge,
students continue to participate in TRI0/SSS while
enrolled at Augsburg.

PROGRAM ELIGIBILITY

Augsburg TRIO/SSS participants must be U.S. citizens
or permanent residents or refugees pursuing their
first bachelor’s degree. Program participants must
demonstrate academic need for services and meet at
least one of the following criteria:

¢ First-generation college student: a student whose
parents did not complete a bachelor’s degree

¢ Low-income student: a student whose family meets
federal income eligibility guidelines as verified by
Augsburg University

e Student with documented disabilities: as defined
in the Americans with Disabilities Act and verified
by Augsburg’s Center for Learning and Accessible
Student Services

APPLICATION PROCESS

1. Be admitted to Augsburg University.

2. If you meet Summer Bridge eligibility criteria
you will receive a link to the application and be
encouraged to apply.

3. Complete the 2024—25 Free Application for Federal
Student Aid and complete the 2023-24 FAFSA to
receive financial aid for Summer 2024.

DEADLINE

Apply for Summer Bridge 2024 by 1 p.m. Central Time,
Friday, March 15, 2024.
