Major/Degree timeline
Good academic standing: cum gpa 2.0, completion rate above 66.67%, and 
yes Ws count. 

● Avoid academic probation 
○ Be aware of add/drop/withdraw deadlines
○ Be aware of grading options and effects of overall completion rate 

● Financial Aid
○ Be aware of add/drop/withdraw deadlines and financial aid implications
○ Be aware of how financial aid is tied to # of registered credits each semester
○ Be aware of deadlines
